¢Quien necesita?

Todos los alumnos de fuera de la UE necesitan un visado de estudiante para estudiar en Espana.

¢Donde?

El visado de estudiante se tramita directamente en el Consulado General de Espana en su pais y
ciudad respectiva.

gCuéndo?

De acuerdo con la normativa vigente, la maxima antelacion con que se puede tramitar su solicitud de
visado es 3 meses antes de la fecha de inicio de los estudios que figure en la carta de admision.

(ejemplo: si la fecha de inicio del curso es el 15 de septiembre, debe elegir una fecha posterior al 15
de junio).

Se recomienda solicitar la cita en la fecha adecuada con la mayor antelacion posible. Si su cita no se
ajusta a los plazos senalados, no se podra atender su solicitud.

REQUISIT

1. Solicitud de visado nacional debidamente cumplimentada y firmada.
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Pasaporte original con una validez que supere la estancia en 3 meses y copia. El pasaporte
debera entregarse al realizar el tramite, guedando bajo custodia del Consulado General hasta
la resolucion de la solicitud de visado.

Residencia legal vigente en el pais de aplicacidn, para ciudadanos extranjeros.

Fotografia actual a color, tamano pasaporte, de frente, fondo blanco.

Solvencia economica suficiente para cubrir los gastos de estancia 'y manutencion (minimo de
600 € por mes de estancia), asi como para cubrir el coste total del curso a realizar en Espana.
Entre otros, podré acreditarse mediante beca, medios economicos propios o de sus padres
con carta compromiso. En estos dos ultimos casos, el interesado debera adjuntar los tres
ultimos estados de cuenta o nomina y una carta de los padres en la cual se comprometan a
hacerse cargo econdémicamente de su hijo. Algunos consulados requieren ademas el
certificado de nacimiento que demuestre la filiacion.

Seguro publico o seguro privado de enfermedad, concertado con una entidad aseguradora
autorizada para operar en Espana cuya fecha de inicio y fin de la péliza coincida con el primer
curso académico.

Carta de admision de la institucio'n, convenio de précticas o de voluntariado, firmado por los
organismos implicados, segun el caso, que indique nombre del estudiante, nombre del curso
o actividad a realizar, fecha de inicio y finalizacion de estancia, nombre, direccion y telefono
de la institucion, asi como costo total del curso y pagos realizados.

En caso de que sus estudios superen los 6 meses, debera ademas aportar: (Para alumnos aplicando
para el visado de 90 dias)

Certificado medico expedido en los ultimos 3 meses por medico o institucion sanitaria donde
figure la firma y cedula profesional del mismo, que acredite de forma textual que el
interesado no padece ninguna de las enfermedades que puedan tener repercusiones de
salud publica graves de conformidad con lo dispuesto en el Reglamento Sanitario
Internacional de 2005.

Este certificado debe ir en papel con membrete y firmado de puno y letra por un doctor
(M.D. 0 D.0.) con el siguiente texto:

“Este certificado medico acredita que el Sr./Sra.....ceeeceeeeceeeenn. no padece ninguna de las
enfermedades que pueden tener repercusiones de salud publica graves de conformidad con
lo dispuesto en el Reglamento Sanitario Internacional del 2005.”

La validez de este certificado es de 3 meses, a partir de la fecha de su expedicion. Es
necesario apostillar o legalizar este certificado y, en caso de que no esté redactado en
espanol, traducirlo con un traductor oficial.

Certificado de antecedentes penales. Debera ser expedido en los ultimos 3 0 6 meses
(dependiendo del pais) por la autoridad competente del pafs de origen o paises donde el
interesado haya residido los ultimos 5 anos con la Apostilla de la Haya o legalizacion
correspondiente del estado que lo expida. El certificado debera ser alguno de los siguientes:
(A) Departamento de estado con una carta de reconocimiento de ausencia de antecedentes
penales emitida por el departamento del estado (donde hayas residido por los ultimos 5
anos). (B) El certificado puede ser expedido por el Departamento de Justicia del pais de
or|gen Tamb|en debera solicitar un registro policial de los paises donde ha vivido durante
los ultimos 5 anos. Debe traducirse si el documento no esta escrito en ingles o espanol.

STUDENT VISA

Who needs it?
All non-EU students need a student visa to study in Spain.
Where?

The student visa is managed directly through the Spanish Consulate in the respective country and
city where you reside.

When?
Applications will not be accepted more than 90 days in advance.

The visa process takes around 4 weeks from the day all documents are presented. Due to the high
number of applications it is highly recommended to apply for this visa as soon as possible.

If your program lasts over 180 days (applying for the 90 day visa), you will need a certificate of
absence from police criminal records and a medical certificate.

What kind of Visa do | need?

50 days

This is for students who are going to study for
one academic year.

Before 30 days after arrival in the country,
students must apply for the Tarjeta de
Identidad de Extranjero (TIE). This card allows
students to reside in Spain for one academic
year, and must be renewed annually if the

180 days

This is for students who will be studying for a
semester or a duration of 180 days or less.

With this visa it is not possible to receive a
residency card. However, the student will not
have to do any further paperwork upon
arrival.

student is allowed to continue to study beyond
a year at the University of Navarra.

What are the necessary documents?

Please note that there might be additional documents that are necessary to get a visa depending
on the Spanish Consulate in your specific country/city. However, the following documents are the
usual documents that must be presented. You must have an original and one photocopy of each.
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1. National visa application form: The application form must be signed and filled out correctly.
2. Original Passport: Valid passport for the whole duration of the stay, with at least one blank
page to affix the visa. Your passport may remain at the Consulate.
3. ID: You need to provide proof of residency in the country you are applying for the visa. This
could be in the form of a driver’s license or any other identification card.
4. Two recent passport-sized photos.
5. Proof of financial means - Provide either of the following:
e Statement from the University/School or US program assuming full financial
responsibility for room and board (commonly included in the ‘Letter of acceptance’).
® Proof of financial aid or scholarship of at least $600 per month, for room and board.
® Last three months’ bank statements of the student's personal bank account. The
name of the student must figure on the bank statements.
® Notarized letter of parents/custodians assuming full financial responsibility, together
with a copy of their ID, for at least $600 per month, for room and board. Suggested
wording: ‘I hereby certify that | the (father, mother, other) of (...), will support
her/him with a monthly allowance of $600 while she/he is in Spain and that | am
financially responsible for any emergency that may arise’. The applicant must also
provide the bank statements of the last three months from parents/custodians’
personal account. in addition, an original and notarized copy of the student’s birth
certificate, demonstrating the parental link, or the ruling or decision by which a legal
guardian was established is usually required.

6. Health Insurance: The applicant must submit an original and copy of documentation proving
that he/she will have public or private health insurance coverage provided by an insurance
entity authorized to operate in Spain. The insurance policy must cover all the risks insured by
Spain's public health system. Travel insurance will not be accepted. Health insurance cards
will not be accepted as proof of insurance. The applicant must have health insurance with
coverage in Spain during the entirety of his/her stay. If the insurance company is U.S.-based,
the supporting documentation must expressly say that the company offers coverage in the
rest of the world, or at least in Spain. The policy cannot have copays, deductibles, or
qualifying periods, meaning that it must cover 100% of medical, hospital, and outpatient
costs.

7. Acceptance letter: Letter from the Spanish University, School or program indicating that you
are a full-time student. It also needs to include: name, address, telephone and fax number,
and registration number with the Ministry of Education of Spain; duration of the program
(exact date of start & date of termination); subjects of study; hours of study per week.

In the case in which your study period will exceed 180 days, you must apply for the 90 day visa and
include the following documents:

8. Original Medical Certificate. A doctor’s recent statement (not older than 3 months) with
doctor’s or medical center’s letterhead, indicating that ‘the student has been examined and
found free of any contagious or infectious diseases according to the International Health
Regulation 2005’. It must be signed by a M.D., be translated to spanish by an sworn
interpreter and legalized or apostilled.

9. Police Criminal Record clearance FOR STAYS OVER 180 DAYS verified by fingerprints. It cannot
be older than 3 months from the application date. The certificate must be one of the
following: a) Department of State clearance original letter form (from the states where you
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have lived during the past 5 years). It must be legalized with the Apostille of Hague from the
corresponding Secretary of State. B) National Records for international purposes, issued by
the Department of Justice in your country. You must also get a police record from the
countries where you have lived during the past 5 years. It must be translated if the document
is not already written in Spanish and must be legalized or apostilled.
